1) Taking a fellow believer to court

1 Peter 2v23-24: When they hurled their
insults at him, he did not retaliate; when
he suffered, he made no threats. Instead,
he entrusted himself to him who judges
justly. 24 ‘He himself bore our sins’ in his
body on the cross, so that we might die to
sins and live for righteousness; ‘by his
wounds you have been healed.

V9-10: ...do you not know that wrongdoers
will not inherit the kingdom of God? Do
not be deceived: neither the sexually
immoral nor idolaters nor adulterers nor
men who have sex with men 1% nor thieves
nor the greedy nor drunkards nor
slanderers nor swindlers will inherit the
kingdom of God.
